Diretora da Setop vence prémio no Reino
Unido com dissertacao sobre transportes

A diretora de Concessoes da SETOP Samira Marx Pinheiro, Especialista em Politicas Publicas e
Gestao Governamental, graduada pela Escola de Governo da Fundacgao Joao Pinheiro em 2009,
venceu o Prémio Voorhees-Large 2017 por sua dissertacao do mestrado com o tema: "Estimando as
elasticidades de tarifa na demanda ferroviaria na Gra-Bretanha usando a inferéncia
Bayesiana", concluida no Instituto de Estudos de Transporte da Universidade de Leeds.

A premiacao é feita anualmente pela Brian Large Bursary Fund, instituicao criada em memoria de Al
Voorhees e Brian Large, considerados pais do planejamento de transportes. Concorrem ao prémio os
trabalhos de todos os estudantes do Reino Unido da &rea de transportes, uma comunidade formada
por alunos de 11 instituicoes de ensino: Universidade de Cardiff, Napier Edimburgo, Glasgow,
Imperiall College, Leeds, Newcastle, Salford, Southamptom, College London - The Bartlett,
Westminster e Universidade do Oeste da Inglaterra.

Em sua dissertacao de mestrado, Samira Marx demonstra que a vantagem da aplicacao da
estatistica Bayesiana neste estudo se da ao sucesso da estimacao de elasticidades coerentes com a
teoria econdmica - uma deficiéncia dos métodos tradicionais da estatistica. Isso se deve ao teorema
de Bayes, o qual considera que dados devem ser utilizados para atualizar uma expectativa ja
existente - neste caso, os principios econoémicos da demanda, ao invés de formarem, isoladamente, a
estimativa propriamente dita.

» University alumni Samira studied Public Administration at the Fundacdo Jodo Pinheiro School of
pages Government of Minas Gerais State, graduating in 2009; she also completed a

programme in Statistics at the University of Minas Gerais. This is the fourth largest
state in Brazil, covering an area similar to the size of France, with a population of 21
million, making it Brazil’s second most populated state.

Government international awards scheme aimed at developing global leaders,
providing Schelars with the opportunity to develop professionally and academically, Events r
to network extensively, to experience UK culture and to build lasting positive
relationships with the UK.
